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Gene Frost Sr. — Old Man of the Year 2018

Gene Frost Sr. graduated from Wheaton in
1943 and sang in the Glee Club under the
Direction of our fourth Director, Uncle Bill
Nordin. One of the Presidents of the Glee Club
during that time was Hudson T. Armerding,
who would go on to become President of the
College during the 60s and 70s. Mr. Frost was
also close friends with Billy Graham, who would
reportedly ask him to watch out for Ruth when
he went on evangelistic tours.

After graduating, he served his country as a
Chaplain in the Navy during World War Il, and
then went on to serve the Kingdom of God as a
pastor in lllinois for 66 years, finally retiring at the age of 91. But
even though he retired, he continues to teach Sunday School each
week, even at the age of 98. Showing that through God all things
are possible.
