Essentials of Teaching English Pronunciation

	Key Logistical Details: 



· Offered online only via Zoom.
· 30-hour course focused solely on effective pronunciation teaching so that teachers are better prepared to assist their students in improving the comprehensibility of their speech as well as their listening comprehension of spoken English.
· There are no prerequisites for taking this course. No prior knowledge of the English pronunciation system is required. 
· One 3-hour session per week for 10 weeks.
· Two class times available: 
· Tuesday mornings, 10 a.m. – 1 p.m. CT 
· Tuesday evenings 7-10 p.m. CT 
· Dates: Tuesdays starting January 27-March 31 
· Flexibility to sit in at the other class time if you have a scheduling conflict during a particular week. 
· Availability to view a recording if you have to miss a class session or want to review content. 
· No tests or quizzes. Completion of reading assignments and practical homework is strongly encouraged, but you determine what is feasible for you to submit for feedback.
· The cost is $375 for early registration by January 16; $425 for registration after January 16; $175 for WC students, but not open to current M.A. TESOL students if they have not already completed LING 616; $175 for past participants who took this course previously.

· Help your learners use English rhythm and stress correctly so their message is more easily understood.
· Be able to write effective exercises so that your students can improve areas they struggle with.
· Know the rules that are inherent in the English pronunciation system and teach these to your students.
· Assist your students with their pronunciation so that they become more effective oral communicators.
